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Biography
Sebastian GUIRLINGER was born in Bascharage in 1861. His father Mathias was a Taglohner.

In the mid-1880s Sebastian became a Bahnmeister (surveillant de la voie) in Hautcharage. In 1893 he also
started acting as agent d’assurances agréé.

When Sebastian’s father Mathias died in 1894 the family moved to Rodange and Sebastian became a
Geschdfisagent.

In 1902 he called himself Agent fiir Landwirtschaft as supplier of Kunstdiinger, Kraftfutter und andere
landwirthschaftliche Bedarfs-Artikel und Baumaterialien.

In 1904 he even acted as supplier of fugenlose Fussbiden, and in 1905 as supplier of cement under the
trademark “Phosphatina”

GUIRLINGER died in 1916 in Hautcharage. He had remained single and his occupation was recorded
in the Civil Register as Kiister.
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
