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EISENBACH Henri

(1803 - 1869) 1

Biography

Henri EISENBACH was the eldest child of seven. His father, also called Henri, was a _fondeur in
Luxembourg-Grund. Henri junior’s wife, Anne RINCK, was the daughter of a cabaretier in
Luxembourg-city.

The couple EISENBACH-RINCK had 13 children, born between the years 1828 and 1845.

In his children’s birth records EISENBACH’s occupation was recorded first as chaudronnier, and
subsequently, as_fondeur en cuwre, Kupfergiesser;, Rupferschmied.

Through these same birth records, the moves of his household can be retraced:
rue de la Porte Neuve (1828), rue des Charbons (1833), rue Chimay (1836).
EISENBACH died in 1869 in Luxembourg-city (9 Louvigny-Gasse).
