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Addendum

The citizen

MOREAU’s eldest daughter Octavie married in 1876 Pierre HANSEN from Merl-Hollerich and settled
in Luxembourg; she had 2 daughters.
MOREAU’s wife Justine QUENTIN, separated from him in 1880 and she decided 13 years later to

bring this to the attention of the public through the following notification in one of the local papers in
1893: 1

Judging from this notice, eft Luxembourg for Troyes prior to ut later returned to
Luxembourg where he died mid-April 1898 in Luxembourg-city, in 2 rue Saint Michel (later rue

Wiltheim), the address of his former business.

When MOREAU died, his wife Justine Gabrielle QUENTIN was still alive, but living in Troyes. A
medical doctor, rather than a family member, filed the death declaration at the municipality.

MOREAU’s house on the Marché-aux-Poissons was put up for auction by his heirs in mid-July 1898,
soon after his death. 2
